FORMER US Secretary of State
Hillary Clinton Tuesday stated that
every country, especially China,
has to be "more open and trans-
parent” in sharing accurate infor-
mation on Covid-19 in real-time.

Clinton was speaking ataa
town hall at Indian Institute of
Technology Gandhinagar (ITTG)
titled “Insights from Her
Journey”, as part of her
India visit.

Answering a question from
one of the students about key
lessons and takeaways from the
Covid-19 pandemic, Clinton said,
“We need to have supply chains
inour countries and immediate
regions so that we are not de-
pendent and are able to provide
what we need. We have todoa
much better jobin communicat-
ing public health messages.
There is a lot of uncertaingy,
which is understandable at the
start of such a global pandemic,
but we didn’t really communi-
cate effectively with large por-
tions of our population.”

“India and the United States
did a great and quick job in
bringing vaccines to the market
compared to other couniries. But
we have to have global responses
rocurbit, and every country, es-
pecially China, has to be more
open and transparent in sharing
accurate information in real-
time." she added.

“Itis itistrue forall of us”, she
said, adding "but because of the
difficulties we had getting acou-
rate, timely information out of
China, they have to understand
they cannot continue to hoard or

guand information that the rest
of the world needs”.

Clinton also admitted that
there was a collapse of public
health infrastructure in US
and India.

Clinton, who was was jeined
by seniorofficials of the Clinton
Global Initiative (CGI), empha-
sised the need to take climate
action and adopt sustainable al-
ternate solutions in our day-to-
day lives.

Citing an example from her
visit to a saltpan farm, where
Women are using solar-powered
pumps, she expressed confi-
dence in India's ability to meet
the alternate energy needs.

“Today India is well-posi-
tioned to adopt clean energy to
achieve economic growth. Butit
requires organisation from the
public sector, the private sector,
and civil society. So, with creative
thinking, scientific know-how
through institutions like ITGN,
bringing down the costs of such
alternatives, and decentralising.
I really believe that the opportu-
nity for India in being a leader in

clean energy is so dramatically
available,” she said.

Clinton also stressed that
sexism and misogyny are still
around, and it has become quite
virulent on social media, She also
encouraged girls and women to
develop enough resilience and
support each other in dealing
with adwversity,

“In the workplace it'simpor-
tant that other women support
women who are being adversely
affected... it's important that all
of us as women in professional
or publiclife, realize that sexism
and misogyny are still around.
And sadly, it has become quite
very virulent on social media.
And socialmedia hasbeenater-
rible influence on how women
in the public arena are viewed
and treated,” she said.

Eharing her thoughts on the
importance of self-reflection and
introspection while being in
leadership roles, Clinton added,
“We are living in such a fast-
paced world and being over-
stimulated by information as
well as misinformation. 5o 1
thinkit's especially important to
shut off social media and your
phone inorder to have that time
fior self-reflection.”

Before the town hall, Clinton
also visited Palaj village and ap-
preciated efforts of the Desai
Foundation {one of the
Commitment Makers being
recognised by Clinton Global
Initiative) and their initiatives
along with their partnership
with ITGN's social outreach pro-
grammes, NEEV and NYASA, in
impacting rural youth, women,
and communities through
skilling, entrepreneurship. and
health programmes.

[I'T>Gn traps humidity
in novel air cooler

Ahmedabad: Given the high
humidity in various Indian
cities even during summer
months, use of air coolers be-
comes limited or non-practi-
cal - the colder air through
the cooler just adds to the hu-
midity already present in the
room. Toaddress the issue,an
air cooler major approached
theresearchersatIIT Gandhi-
nagar (II'T-Gn) recently.

The project came out with
a medium that can ‘trap’ the
water droplets through con-
densation and allow only air
to pass through.

“Air coolers are environ-
ment-friendly and cost-effec-
tive alternative for air-condi-
tioners ina country like India
where we experience long pe-
riods of summer and high
temperatures. However, use
of coolers get limited torelati-

vely dry conditions. The air
cooler manufacturer asked us
tofind a viable solution,"” said
Soumyadip Sett, assistant
professorof mechanical engi-
neering at [IT-Gn.

Prof Sett's team worked
on low-cost dehumidification
of the air exiting the cooler.
The team made stainless steel
meshes that capture moisture
from the air exiting the cooler
inform of droplets. “The idea
istore-use the collected water
in the cooler, improving the
efficiency. A similar concept
is used to capture water from
the atmosphere. The inter-
vention may help scale up
usability of coolers in humid
conditions,” said Prof Sett.

While this year the sum-
mer temperatures have rema-
ined relatively lower; air coo-
lers are extensively used in
many areas to get respite
from heat that often goes abo-
ved0°C.

RULING OUT shelving of remote
voting machines (RVMSs), Prof
Rajat Moona, director, Indian
Institute  of  Technology,
Gandhinagar(lIT-CGN), whoisan
active member of the Technical
Expert Committee of the
Election Commission for elec-
tronic voting machines (EVMs),
said that experts are still work-
ingonit.

“It (RVMs) has not been
dropped and people are still
working on it. There are admin-
istrative and procedural issues
maore than technical ones,” said
Prof Moona, who has been in-
strumental in defining EVMs and
VVPAT: and has also contributed
to defining the national voter
service portal and national elec-
toral search for voters.

The Election Commission
had sought suggestions on its
proposal to use specially de-
signed RVMSs toenable migrants
to cast their votes from outside
their home constituencies in an
all-party meeting held on
January 16,2023.

In the meeting, political par-
ties raised some major concems,
suchas, if a candidate isin city x
and the voters are all over the
country, how will the candidate
connect with them?

“The EC has some ways of do-
ing it but that require some dis-
cussion. The EC is consolidating
the suggestions, which are

maostly administrative than tech-
nical, that it will have towork on.
This will require consultation
with the political parties,” Prof
Moona said.

Since the dermonstration of
RVMs did not happen, the tech-
nical team is not working on any
changes. “Right now it looks like
things will work. Right now
there is no change that is being
envisaged,” Prof Moona told The
Indian Express.

Another major concern of
political parties was how will
counting of votes take place for
multi-constituency voting ma-
chines.

“Few issues were raised (in
the meeting) and their point
‘was to first sort out these issues
before we go ahead with the
demonstration because demon-
stration means you have a solu-
tion. Demonstration was even
though ready but not carried
out. In the question-answer
round, all parties expressed
their views and the EC took a
note of them. It is not shelved
and still happening. The future
action is going to be decided by
the Election Commission.” Prof
Moona said.

He expressed the unlikeli-
hood of RMVs being used in the
2024 Lok Sabha elections. “It re-
quires alotof effort in voter reg-
istration and other things. Ifitis
to happen, things need to start
rolling by now, manufacturing
has to happen for remote ma-
chines. Soitis unlikely to happen
in the 2024 elections,” he said,

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Braille Boon

raille isn't just another writ-

ing system. Braille, in es-

sence, is a tactile writing

system used by people who
are visually impaired, including peo-
ple who are blind, deaf and blind or
even those who have low and poor
vision.

The ability to read and write
Braille offers the vital access to the
written word that sighted people
have. And it can mean greater equal-
ity enabling the blind and partial-
ly-sighted people to have the use,
power, fluidity and enjoyment of the

written word that sighted people
have.

The prestigious Indian Institute
of Technology, Gandhinagar (IITGN)
has always remained in forefront in
developing technological solutions,
often for societal good.

Treading the same path this
year the first year undergraduate stu-
dents from various faculties hit upon
an idea of developing prototype of
a device that is going to change the
way Braille can be learnt.

Guided by their professors, the
students developed what is called
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SparshBhashi, an innovative device
as part of their six-week summer
program. And the students called it
Smart Braille project.

SparshBhashi is a language of
touch to help the visually impaired to
learn in a smart way as it uses tech-
nology of a dot pad in place of any
educator or teacher.The smart Braille
project was chosen to adress the low
Braille literacy rate of one per centin
India, compared with the overall rate
of 77 per cent.

How it works?
SparshBhashi device has three

modes; learning, searching and test-
ing. The learning mode displays a
letter for the students to touch and
feel. On the top plane there are six
holes as per the Braille script. When
the user places hid hand or finger on
it, a ball-like extrusion pops in and
out. And it is also aided by voice rec-
ognition and speaker output.

The same letter is pronounced
loud so that the student can identify
the letter and feel it. A few seconds
later, it moves on to the next letter. In
the searching mode, the student can
use the device to search for the letter
through voice command at which the
letter will pop up and the student can
feel it to learn.

While in the testing mode utility
of the device, it will pop out the let-
ter randomly and go to the next letter
only if the user identifes it correctly
through his or her voice to the de-
vice.

Thus the training or learning

mode for Braille students offers a
tactile experience just like the smart-
phone screens. And the device also
helps the users know whether they
have learnt the lessons well enough.

While there are other similar
products to learn Braille, the Sparsh-
Bhashi has unique features. There is
voice recognition which other prod-
ucts don’t have. Also, the device is
quite cheaper as it can be made just
for Rs. 2000/-

Srirangan S., a student who
worked on the project shares; “Our
major learning experience from the
course was that replicating the the-
ory and putting it to practice is nev-
er easy. Merging the engineering
work of two separate small groups is
a task by itself. This course was an
exposure to real-world engineering.”
Srirangan also said that the syudents
drew inspiration from a visually im-
paired guest lecturer who shared his
experiences in learning.

The theme for this year was
‘Engineering for Societal Problems’
which encouraged students to ob-
serve, understand, identify and solve
real-world issues through engineer-
ing.

The students were also inspired
by Antarchakshu, a program of St.
Xavier's Resource Centre for the Vi-
sually Challenged, Mumbai. It is an
initiative that focuses on eye health,
awareness, research and advocacy
of the daily intricacies of the lives of
the visually impaired.

The IITGN students have em-
pathized with the visually challenged
and their innovation of SparshBhashi
will go a long way in facilitating the
learning of the language.

Isn’t this precisely what educa-
tion is all about? 'S

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For Societal Good

earning today is not what it

once used to be. The skills

and capacities that matter in

he 21st century learning en-
vironments are global awareness,
creativity, solving problems in collab-
oration with others and self-directed
learning.

In self-directed learning, the stu-
dent manages his or her own learn-
ing activities while teachers offer di-
rection and resources and the peers
are there for collaboration.

The learning environment today
should help students achieve their
goals. First, we need to update that
curriculum, the leaming methods,
the settings and the basis behind the

courses.

Translating this philosophy into
reality, the prestigious IIT, Gandhi-
nagar (IITGN) stands apart in the ac-
ademic world at home.

Its recent project, however, was
in keeping with the new education
policy idea to promote learning by
doing. In summer this year, IITGN de-
signed a 6-week course on the World
of Engineering for the first year un-
dergraduate students of B.Tech from
all faculties.

The theme of the project cen-
tred round Engineering for Social
Problems to encourage students to
identify real world issues of society
through engineering.
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There were 280 students en-
rolled for the purpose, divided into
10 groups for the 10 projects. Each
project was interdisciplinary in nature
that was guided by faculty members
from various disciplines.

Each group was given Rs.
15,000 for project planning and ex-
ecution for real world experience in
finishing the project.

The project entailed four-
pronged approach that started with
ideation. Students of each group
were asked to identify a non-trivial
societal challenge that warranted an
engineering solution. This helped the
students develop skills of analysing
and appreciating societal needs.

After identifying the problems,
the students had to conceptualize
their approach to navigate the sci-
entific aspects of the problem. This
phase demanded their understand-
ing of engineering principles and
how they could apply them to real life
scenarios.

Then it was prototyping and
simulation which challenged them
how they could use their theoretical
knowledge and develop designs for
practical application.

Finally, it was pitching before the
panels of experts which asked how
equipped they were with skills of
communication to get the message
across to persuade the experts to ap-
prove their projects.

The six-week course was de-
signed by professor Udit Bhatia of
the civil engineering faculty at IITGN.
Guided by professors from various
facutties, the students had hands-on
experience with real world applica-
tions.

After fruitful exercises, the stu-
dents emerged with their innovations
and some of them are even going to
file patent applications. Here is a look
at some of the projects.

Guardian

This is for checking child abuse
in the country. A survey by the gov-
ermment of India in 2007 found that
53 per cent of children between the
ages of 2 to 17 have been abused.

This is a sensor-embedded
wearable to detect child abuse. It is
linked to a mobile application that
alerts guardians about potential cas-
es of child abuse in real time and
also keeps a check on the mental
health of the child. It has two sets of
inner wear.

One for the upper and one for
the lower parts of the body that has
force sensors along with a wristband
that has a pulse sensor, GPS module

and a Wi-Fi module on it.

If the sensor data is classified
as a form of abuse by the modules,
a notification is sent to the child’s
guardians through the application
and it also records the location and
time of the incident.

“Since our solution consisted of
wearable technology, we had to be
mindful of the human factors of the
product at every step and not get
carried away by the fascination of
engineering for finding solution. This
course brought us many learning op-
portunities,” share students Debojit
Das of Material Science and Jiya De-
sai of Computer Science.

Cryocave and Cryocap

Thinking of labourers 8[] work-
ing outdoors the students designed
cryocave and cryocap to protect es-
pecially construction workers from
summer heat.

Cryocave is an easy to assemble
cooling tent that requires no power. It
uses sheets to deflect ground heat
and reflect 90% of sunlight. There are
clay coolers to cool and compress
incoming hot air while ensuring ef-
fective cross.

Sambhavi Agrawal (civil engi-
neering)who worked on the project
says,
“Currently, there are not many
solutions for problems faced by
construction workers. Our products
provide novel solutions while being
both affordable and effective.”

Drowsy Driver Detector

This is not just another drowsi-
ness detection system. The team of
students called Neurawake designed
a product named Drowsy Driver De-
tector to record brain activity. It is an
adjustable and standalone headset
that a driver can wear seamlessly.
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An algorithm analyses the re-
corded data to predict drowsiness
and alarms the driver with an alarm.

While other detection systems
alert the driver after observing be-
havioural changes like closing of
eyes and irregular steering patterns,
this system classifies the driver's
cognitive status into Focused, Un-
focused and Drowsy state. The un-
focused state is the transition state
from awake to sleep which gives the
driver enough time to understand the
signal and act accordingly.

Students Sridhar Singh, Me-
chanical Engineering, and Nikhilesh
Myanpuri, Computer Science, who
worked on the project, say, “We
faced many challenges, from han-
dling the group’s internal dynamics
to the technical complexities. But
the course proved an eye-opener for
us. Our leaming extended beyond

technical aspects, providing a clear
understanding of how one could face
challenges while working with a team
in a practical world.”

SCALER

This project is aimed at disas-
ter management, especially earth-
quakes when it becomes challeng-
ing to locate those trapped under the
rubble as also for rescuers to save
lives.

The team called TerraSafe de-
signed Scaler, a search and rescue
bot inspired by snake’s incredible
flexibility and maneuverability that
allows it to navigate through difficult
terrain and confined spaces.

Scaler can access areas that
are inaccessible to traditional robots
which facilitates finding survivors
while considerably reducing the time
and effort required to save lives.

There are several robots that

work in collaboration. The bots can
make spatial maps, making a safe
and efficient path for navigation
The bots also calculate depths of
their surroundings which data is fed
into a centralised system which then
makes a 3D map of the area. If the
path leads to a dead end or has al-
ready been explored by another bot,
it retracts the bot until an alternative
opening is found.

The product also blocks previ-
ously searched paths, thereby re-
ducing the search time significantly.

By boosting the morale of the
students, teachers can help students
open their minds and develop skills
that they cannot learn from a textbook
and itis a great way to implement in-
novative learning strategies. *
